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Introduction

A practitioner may provide service to a client living in a retirement residence. A retirement residence is
considered a private dwelling however rules may apply to external providers when entering the general
premises. A resident of such a facility may choose to have a practitioner provide services but may also
be required to meet certain guidelines set forth by the facility. The following is a set of guidelines that
may be useful when engaging in external provider service.

Sign in and out of the building where required
Carry and be prepared to show your personal and professional identification

Do not loiter or use common areas for personal use without permission

Do not solicit other residents unless asked
